Faith Formation-Sunday Connection
Morality...

The term morality has to do with making a choice
based on your beliefs and moral code. We associate this
term with good or bad actions. From the time an infant is
born the process of learning this code begins.

Parents raise their children based on the moral
code they believe in and most probably were brought up
in themselves. Family values have a great impact on the
way children react when a choice must be made. Social
and cultural ideas, as they change through the years,
influence the children just as much, if not more.

As catholic parents we must also remember that
our moral code is based upon our beliefs and traditions of
the Catholic Church.

In the Old Testament God reveals to us, 10
Commandments, a guide to life with God (the first three)
and others (the last seven). In the New Testament, God’s
son, Jesus, reaffirms these values in the Great
Commandment . Broken up into two parts, they tell us
to love God with our whole heart, mind and soul, and to
love our neighbor as ourselves. To his followers, Jesus
also gave one New Commandment,

“Love one another. As | have loved you, so you also should
love one another.” John 13:34
It’s simple math, 10 =2 =1... Love.
